The Clerk was instructed to confer 

with the Planner and draft a by-law to amend by-law no. 1187-91 with respect to illegal 

hookups to the Township’s sewer system and incorporate a fine for first offence and 

subsequent offences. 

 

There was discussion amongst Committee members with respect to establishing a fee for 

water shut-offs.  It was consensus of the Committee that the Clerk be instructed to confer 

with the Planner and draft a by-law amending by-law no. 323-03 to establish a fee for 

service for requests from residents to shut off water.
